Please comply with the following:
Research Needs:  proposals are welcome in all areas of surface or groundwater study, with preference given to problems of state (see Attachment 1) or regional importance, junior faculty, and projects that include student-training opportunities.   These are one-year seed grants that are expected to lead to larger, extramural grants.

Proposals must include:  (A) up to four pages of project description (11 or 12 pt. font, 1” margins), (B) one-half to one page of an explanation of where (i.e. which agency), when, and how the proposed study will lead to a larger, extramural proposal, (C) budget justification of up to one page, (D) one page with an itemized budget (see example in Attachment 3), (E) names and contact information for three possible proposal reviewers (at least one from Nebraska, others from surrounding states), and (F) two-page CV (including selected relevant publications and grants over the last five years) for each PI listed.  Please incorporate items A-F into one digital file.
Your proposal should include: the overall goal of the study, specific objectives, anticipated outcomes and a description of the approach, including a research timetable and specifically where you intend to apply for extramural funding as a result of this grant.  If you have received USGS 104b support from the Nebraska Water Center at any time over the past five years, you must also include information on efforts to obtain subsequent extramural funding.  

· Proposed projects should be for a period of one-year and shall not request total federal funds exceeding $20,000 per project.  
· Funding period is March 1, 2016 (anticipated start date) through February 28, 2017.   A 1:2 FEDERAL (one) TO NON-FEDERAL  (two) MATCH is mandatory.  Matching funds may include indirect costs, non-federal salaries and benefits.  Indirect costs (i.e. F&A) are NOT allowed on the grants.  An example budget, with instructions is provided in Attachment 3.  The budget must be pre-approved Proposed projects should be for a period of one-year and shall not request total federal funds exceeding $20,000 per project.  

· An example budget, with instructions is provided in Attachment 3, but the OSP budget template is recommended for preparing your budget. 

· The budget and cost share must be approved by OSP and routed in NUgrant prior to submitting your pre-proposal to Tricia.  

· You should prepare your budget and then contact OSP to assist with routing the budget in NUgrant as a pre-proposal so that appropriate department/college personnel can approve it.

· OSP will create a NUgrant form for each of you all under the same project ID.  Once OSP has added your name to your respective form as key personnel you will then be able to view, edit, and route your budget in your NUgrant form.  

· Once the budget is approved by OSP and cost share is approved in NUgrant, OSP will notify Tricia.

· Submit pre-proposals to Tricia (pliedle@nebraska.edu) as a PDF on or before 1:00pm September 28th.  Pre-proposals will not be reviewed without OSP approval.  NOTE: Pre-proposals submitted after 1:00pm will not be considered.  Principle investigators chosen for funding will be notified by November 17.
For successful pre-proposals, a full USGS proposal will be no more than ten narrative pages plus budget pages, resumes, and other ‘boiler plate.’  While a hard copy will be required in the Nebraska Water Center, YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR SUBMITTING YOUR FULL PROPOSAL ELECTRONICALLY ON THE NIWR WEB SITE NO LATER THAN Monday, December 21st at 1:00.  This deadline is mandatory, with no extensions granted.  Funds will be returned to the Nebraska Water Center if the December deadline is not met on USGS full proposal submission.  More detailed instructions will be included with a full proposal packet, if your project is selected for funding.  All funding is yet to be determined by USGS for 2016.
